e A majority of comments expressed the belief that noise pollution is due to
NextGen.

0 Some attendees observed that flight schedules and legacy noise rather
than newer technology were most likely cause for concern
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General Observations (cont.)

« Several comments expressed concern that new procedures tend to
eliminate track dispersion.

 More than half the attendees were in favor of the creation of a roundtable
or working group

« About a third of the attendees like the information/format of the open
house; about a third did not and about a third were neutral.
