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Project Requests
DCA is the trigger mechanism for this project based on the request 
from the DCA Roundtable. With DCA’s close proximity and 
interconnectivity to other airports, it was recommended that work 
requested from the BWI Roundtable as well as request from PCT 
regarding IAD “trips” and northern STAR amendments be 
included. The primary focus of this project will be to amend the 
following procedures, but others may be required:
